Anita                              (Gotz 1989) Single, S white, C orange, vivid colour combination.

Antigone *                      (Banks 1887) Single, S White with pink blush, C pinkish-orange. Freely produced & eye catching                         
Ann H Tripp                  (Clarke 1982) Single/Semi/Double. S white, C white. Growth vigorous and self branching.


Ashley Jane                    (Hutchinson 1990) Double, S Bright red, C pale pink veined red.

Autumnale *                   (unknown), Single, S Scarlet rose, C purple. Unusual foliage, green-yellow, to red-salmon.


Baby Bright
    (Bright 1992) Smll single, S white/pale pink, tipped green, pink underside, C white/blush pink. Compact.
Baby Grumbling            Encliandra single. S Pink, C Pink. Foliage & flowers bolder than Lottie Hobbie.         
Barbara Windsor 
    (1998) Single, S bright pink, C violet pink. Floriferous and vigorous cultivar, long lasting blooms. 
Baron de Ketteler*        (Lemoine 1901) Double, S rich crimson, C intense purple and light pink centre. Very large blooms.
Bealings                   
    (Golding 1983) Double, S white, C bright violet.  Excellent medium sized double for the show bench.

Beverley *                      (Holmes 1976) Single, S striped with rose & green tips. C purple with rose at base. 
Black Prince *               (Sattler/ Bethga 1893). Single, S red, C very deep (almost black) purple. Excellent for the show bench.
Border Queen                (Ryle 1974) Single S pink, C pale blue, good all rounder.

Border Raider * 
    (Gordon 2002) Single, S deep rose, C sparkling white. Short jointed and free flowering. 
Bow Bells *                    (Handley 1972) Single/semi-double, S long white, tipped green, C magenta. Early and prolific bloomer. 
Brandt’s 500 Club *      (Brand 1955) Single, S long pale cerise to orange, C cerise, shading to orange flush. Upright and bushy. 
Brookwood Belle
    (Gilbert 1983) Medium double flower, S red/pink, C white, free flowering with show bench potential.

Canny Bob

    Single, S. & Tube waxy White, C vivid carmine pink, upright growing, eye catching standard or bush.

Carla Johnson
    (Pacey 1986) Single, S white tipped green, C sea lavender blue.

Carmel Blue *
    (Hodges 1956) Single, S outspread and white, C blue. Good exhibition plant.
Casper Hauser *
    (Springer 1987) Double, S Cardinal red, C ruby red. An unusual and eye-catching colouring of flower.

Celia Smedley
    (Roe 1970) Single, S white, C currant red, large elegant flower.

Checkerboard
    (Walker-Jones 1984) Single, S red then white, C red, graceful.

Cheeky Chantelle
    (M Allsop 1997) Lax Double, S deep waxy red on top, deep red u/side, C burgundy. Medium blooms.

Cinque Port Liberty 
    (M Allsop 2001) Double, S pinky aubergine, C dark aubergine streaked pink.

Cleantha

    Shapely double, S deep pink, C deep mauve.

Coachman *

    (Bright 1910) Single, lax bush. S pale salmon, C rich orange-vermillion. Suitable for bush or basket.
Countess Of Aberdeen  (Forbes 1888) Single, S white, C white.  Bushy, a beauty when well grown.

Crinkley Bottom           (Welch 1993) Double, S pale rose pink, C deep coral/ hint of purple. Large flowers crinkled appearance.

Delta Song                     (Vreeke/Van’t Westeinde 1991) Single, S white, C chinese rose.

Earre Barre

   (de Graffe 1989) Single, S aubergine, C white aubergine veins, corolla is flared almost flat, very striking.

   (Massey) Single, S and C bright red, medium flowers freely produced

Eva Dayes *                  (Bielby/Oxtoby 1999) Single/semi-double. S pale pink to white at tips, C white with a pink lacing.

   (not known) med-single, S cerise, C purple.   
Flying Scotsman * 
   (Goulding 1985) Double, S dark pink on top, lighter beneath, C rosy-red with white streaks.
Frances Haskins *
   (Boor 1997) Single, Encliandra type, minute white flowers. Good for topiary shapes.

Fudzi San

   (Bogemann 1990) Single, S green, C bright orange.
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
